RINK & AMENITY BUILDING

We're so glad to hear community
members are enjoying the groomed cross
country ski trails in Blair Nelson Park!
Weather and snow permitting, the trails
will continue to be groomed by the City of
Saskatoon over the next couple of
months.

Crews will work to reset trails within 48
hours on business days following the
City’s main trails when there is a snowfall
of 3-5cm, or significant wind event
causing snow drifting.
